Online Boy Scout Youth Protection Training

Please go to the Youth Protection Training website below and complete this online training, produced by Boy Scouts of America (BSA). It covers basic information about youth protection, which will be supplemented by our own Safe Sanctuaries training and policies.

Instructions:
1. On the opening page, click on the “Youth Protection Training” picture about halfway down the page.

2. Next you will be prompted to login or create an account if you have previously done so. You don’t need to have BSA membership.  They will send a confirmation and initial login to the email you entered (takes 30 minutes or so). 
3. Once you are logged in, you’ll be directed to the “MyScouting” page. Click on the “E Learning” Button, which will list the courses available. Find “Youth Protection Training” (it will be under the General Tab) and click on Take Course/Review Course, depending on whether or not you have taken the course previously. You’ll be directed to the online course.

4. After you complete the quiz at the end of the course you will be directed back to the Learning Center page. Next to the Review Course is a button that says View Certificate (you may have to refresh the page for this to complete). Click here to view your completion certificate in which your name, the date, and the course title should appear. Print this page or copy and paste it onto a blank sheet in your word processor, save it, and print the document to be turned in with your application materials. You may also paste the certificate into an email and send it to mjolly@nearea.org.
